St. John's is a member Church of the Risborough Team Ministry.  We seek to 

be very much a family church and to be known as being very welcoming to 

people of all ages and backgrounds; and actively supportive of our two Parish 

Schools. 

 

St. John’s Church dates from 1825 and was originally a “Chapel of Ease” 

attached to the Parish of Princes Risborough.  The chancel and sanctuary at the 

East end were added later when the chapel was converted into a parish church 

in 1851.  Our organ is a rare Samuel Green organ, and it is older than the 

church itself, dating from 1792.  It was originally a parlour organ in a large 

country house before being brought to St. John’s and modified.  It is located in 

the former Vicar’s Vestry, on the North side of the chancel. 

 

Our Team Vicar for St. John’s is the Reverend Canon Tony Bundock. Prior to 

joining the Risborough Team, Conon Tony served in Team Ministries both in 

the St. Albans Diocese and the Leeds Diocese.
